site prepped before building 
takes place. This was not planned for and the 
Green Bay Parks Department is working hard 
to find solutions for this hurdle. We are 
hoping to get the construction started in the 
month of May. The building team will 
continue to prepare for that rescheduled time. 
The plans of the building were temporarily on 
hold to make sure foundation changes were 
not going to affect the rest of the building. The 
city engineers confirmed that the building 
plans will stay the same, so now the 
consolidation of the plans can happen.
